BACKGROUND INFORMATION:  

The Board approved the original fiscal year 2025-2026 budget in late September. In the months since 

approval, a coding error for multiple employees was identified. This error resulted in the 5% 

administrative cost calculation being incorrectly overstated.  

 

CURRENT CONSIDERATIONS:   

The Administration is recommending the adoption of the tentative amended budget to correct the 5% 

administrative cost error, along with additional cost-cutting changes. These include Title I benefits, 

Superintendent supplies, and Teaching and Learning purchased services, totaling over $200,000 in 

reduced budget costs. In addition, the amended budget reflects two purchases that were not included in 

the original budget. The amended budget includes an additional $63,000 to account for the Raptor 

agreement approved after the original budget was adopted. Additionally, the Maintenance department 

needs a new step van. The original plan was to operate the 1979 vehicle for one more year; however, it 

has reached a point where it is no longer roadworthy. If approved, the replacement step van will be 

included in the O&M capital equipment amount of $85,000.  

 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS:   

The additional budget costs of $63,000.00 and $85,000.00 represent necessary expenses. The correction 

of previously miscoded employees is necessary to ensure transparency and the proper accounting of 

payroll. The reductions to Title I benefits, Superintendent supplies, and Teaching and Learning 

purchased services represent a projected budgeted savings of $203,545. 

 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:  

The Administration respectfully requests the Board of Education approve the Tentative Amended Fiscal

Amendment Drivers #1: Coding Corrections #2: New vehicle

Employee Coding Issues

Why it is part of this amendment:

• Payroll/benefits were charged to the wrong account code 

(fund, function, object, location, or program).

• Four strategists were coded as administrative positions.

• This caused a false and bloated administrative increase in FY 

26.

• All other strategists are properly coded in Instructional Support 

Function Codes 

Budget fix:

• Add/adjust the specific line(s) so the amended budget reflects

• Shows the true picture of Administrative costs year over year.

• Vehicle wasn’t in the adopted budget. It has since truly reached 

end-of-life.

• 1979 Chevy Step Van – scrap value = $300-$400

the true plan. 

• $72,699 to the expenditures of Fund 20

• The Finance Committee was more inclined to buy the vehicle 

outright with a substantial upfront cost over a lease program 

that would not have a significant upfront cost but would cost 

more over the life of the lease. 



Amendment Drivers #3: New Raptor Wearables #4: Inadvertent Placeholders

Inadvertent Placeholders

What they are:

• “Holding” line items (e.g., TBD Supplies,  TBD services) that 

were never intended to be final budgeted expenses.

Why they matter:

• During the planning phase we want to ensure that 

departments have what they think they need. 

Clean-up approach in the amendment:

• Replace placeholders with specific line items or remove 

them and re-balance appropriations.

• Two placeholders totaling over $200,000 were not reduced 

when determining final numbers.

Amendments repeat the public notice/hearing/adoption process and must be filed/submitted within 30 days.

Why it is part of this amendment

• The new agreement and safety badges were not in the initial 

budget.

• Chief Talley did his due diligence to leverage our relationship 

with Raptor to obtain savings as an early adopter. 

Budget fix:

• This BOE approved purchase can be added to the budget as

SCHOOL HEALTH SERVICES ADMINISTRATOR CONTRACT 

Fiscal Year 2025-2026 

 

This Contract made between the Board of Education of Decatur Public School District 

No.61, Decatur, Illinois (hereinafter “the Board” or “the District”) and Kayla McCreary 

(hereinafter “the School Health Services Administrator”), and ratified at the meeting of the Board 

held on January 13, 2026, as found in the minutes of that meeting. 

 

IT IS AGREED: 

 

1. Employment. The School Health Services Administrator is hereby hired and 

retained from January 14, 2026 to June 30, 2026, as School Health Services Administrator for the 

District.  

 

2. Duties. The duties and responsibilities of the School Health Services Administrator 

shall be all those duties incident to the office of the School Health Services Administrator  as set 

forth in the job description, a copy of which can be found in the employee’s file; those obligations 

imposed by the laws of the State of Illinois upon an School Health Services Administrator; and to 

perform such other duties normally performed by an School Health Services Administrator as from 

time to time may be assigned to the School Health Services Administrator by the Superintendent 

of Schools or the Board. The work day, work year, contract year and holidays and holiday pay for 

the School Health Services Administrator shall be as provided in the document entitled 

Administrator and Administrative Support Staff Compensation and Benefits (October 14, 2025).  

 

3. Salary. The Board shall set the salary for the School Health Services Administrator. 

For the 2025-2026 fiscal year the amount of the School Health Services Administrator’s salary 

shall be set by the Board but shall not be less than One Hundred Nine Thousand Nine Hundred 

Forty-Seven Dollars and 00/100 ($109,947.00) per annum, which annual salary shall be prorated 

for the period of January 14, 2026 to June 30, 2026 for partial year’s work to the sum of Fifty 

Thousand Five Hundred Fifty Dollars 34/100 ($50,550.34). The School Health Services 

Administrator hereby agrees to devote such time, skill, labor and attention to her employment 

during the term of this Contract, except as otherwise provided in this Contract, and to perform 

faithfully the duties of School Health Services Administrator for the school district and the Board 

as set forth in this Contract. The annual salary shall be paid in substantially equal installments in 

accordance with the policy of the Board governing payment of salary to other licensed members 

of the professional staff. Any adjustment in salary made during the life of this Contract shall be in 

the form of an approved amendment and shall become a part of this Contract. It is provided, 

however, that by so doing, it shall not be considered that the Board has entered into a new Contract 

with the School Health Services Administrator, nor that the termination date of this Contract has 

been in any way extended, unless so stated in the Board motion. 

 

4. Pension. In addition to the salary of the Administrator as set forth hereinabove in 

paragraph 3, the Board shall pay 9.8901% of the salary set forth in paragraph 3 (or 9% deducted 

from the resulting gross.  The resulting gross shall be computed by adding the salary in paragraph 

3 to 9.8901% of the salary paragraph 3) as an employer paid pension contribution consistent with 

the provisions of Internal Revenue Code section 414-h(2) and Tax Opinions 81-35 and 81-36.  



Such payments shall be consideration for this contract, shall be creditable earnings for purposes of 

Teacher Retirement System pension calculations and the Administrator did not have the option of 

choosing to receive such amount directly instead of having such contribution paid by the employer 

to the Teacher Retirement System of the State of Illinois. 

 

5. T.H.I.S. From and out of the salary and pension payments of the Administrator, as 

set forth hereinabove in paragraphs 3 and 4, the Board shall withhold any such amount as may be 

required by law, on behalf of the Administrator to the Teacher Health Insurance Security Fund. 

 

6. Performance Provisions. This contract is a performance-based contract linked to 

student performance and academic improvement of the School Health Services Administrator 

pursuant to 105 ILCS 5/10-23.8a. The School Health Services Administrator shall meet the goals 

during the term of this Contract. The parties agree the goals and indicators are linked to student 

performance and academic improvement of the District. In addition to goals set forth in Appendix 

A hereto, the School Health Services Administrator shall meet the obligations, goals, and 

requirements set forth in the School Health Services Administrator’s job description for the 

position. In consideration for performance pursuant to a multi-year agreement, the School Health 

Services Administrator waives acquisition of tenure during the term of this contract. 

 

7. Evaluation. Annually, but no later than March 1st of each year, the Assistant 

Superintendent or designee shall review with the School Health Services Administrator’s progress 

toward established goals and working relationships among the Superintendent, the District 

leadership team, the Principal, the faculty, the staff and the community, and shall consider the 

School Health Services Administrator’s annual salary for the next subsequent year (if any).  A 

summary of the evaluation will be provided to the School Health Services Administrator in writing 

within 30 days following the evaluation, pursuant to the District’s evaluation plan for 

Administrators. 

 

8. License. The School Health Services Administrator shall furnish to the Board, 

during the term of this Contract, a valid and appropriate license to act as School Health Services 

Administrator in accordance with the laws of the State of Illinois and as directed by the 

Superintendent and Board. 

 

9. Other Work. The School Health Services Administrator may undertake 

consultative work, speaking engagements, writing, lecturing, college or university, and other 

professional duties and obligations provided that these activities do not interfere with the effective 

performance of her duties as School Health Services Administrator. The School Health Services 

Administrator shall have the responsibility to discuss with the Superintendent or Assistant 

Superintendent and mutually agree to such outside activity in a timely fashion. 

 

10. Discharge for Good Cause. Throughout the term of this Contract, the School 

Health Services Administrator shall be subject to discharge for good cause provided, however, that 

the Board shall not arbitrarily or capriciously call for dismissal and that the School Health Services 

Administrator shall have the right to service of written charges, notice of hearing and a hearing 

before the Board. If the School Health Services Administrator chooses to be accompanied by 

counsel at such a hearing, all such personal expenses shall be paid by the School Health Services 



Administrator. Failure to comply with the terms and conditions of this Contract shall also be 

sufficient cause for purposes of discharge, as provided in this Contract.  

 

11. Termination by Contract. During the term of this Contract, the Board and School 

Health Services Administrator may mutually agree, in writing, to terminate this Contract. 

 

12. Referrals to School Health Services Administrator. The Board, collectively and 

individually, and the Superintendent shall promptly refer all criticisms, complaints, and 

suggestions called to its/their attention to the School Health Services Administrator for study and 

recommendation. 

 

13. Professional Activities. The School Health Services Administrator shall be 

encouraged to attend appropriate professional meetings at the local, state, and national levels. 

Within budget constraints, such costs of attendance shall be paid by the Board upon receipt of a 

full, itemized account of such costs. 

 

14. Reimbursement for Use of Personal Car. The Board shall pay the Internal 

Revenue Service rate to the School Health Services Administrator for vouchered reimbursable 

mileage expenses incurred by the School Health Services Administrator while using the School 

Health Services Administrator’s personal vehicle for the conduct of approved District business. 

Reimbursement shall be pursuant to the District’s policies, rules and regulations.  

 

15. Membership Dues. The Board shall pay the cost of School Health Services 

Administrator’s annual membership dues as provided in the document entitled Administrator and 

Administrative Support Staff Compensation and Benefits (October 14, 2025).  

 

16. Medical Insurance. School Health Services Administrator shall be provided with 

medical insurance and medical insurance options as provided in the document entitled 

Administrator and Administrative Support Staff Compensation and Benefits (October 14, 2025).  

 

17. Life Insurance. School Health Services Administrator shall be provided with life 

insurance as provided in the document entitled Administrator and Administrative Support Staff 

Compensation and Benefits (October 14, 2025).  

 

18. Vacation. School Health Services Administrator shall be provided with vacation 

days as provided in the document entitled Administrator and Administrative Support Staff 

Compensation and Benefits (October 14, 2025).  

 

19. Sick Leave and Personal Leave. School Health Services Administrator shall be 

provided with sick leave and personal leave days as provided in the document entitled 

Administrator and Administrative Support Staff Compensation and Benefits (October 14, 2025).  

 

20. Disability.  Should the School Health Services Administrator be unable to perform 

the duties and obligations of this Contract by reason of illness, accident or other cause beyond the 

School Health Services Administrator control and such disability exists after the exhaustion of 

accumulated leave days and vacation days during any school year, the Board, in its discretion, may 



make a proportionate deduction from the salary stipulated.  If such disability continues for sixty 

(60) days after the exhaustion of accumulated leave days (including FMLA) and vacation days 

during any school year, or if such disability is permanent, irreparable or of such nature as to make 

the performance of the School Health Services Administrator’s duties impossible, the Board, at its 

option, may terminate this Contract, whereupon the respective duties, rights and obligations of the 

parties shall terminate.  The School Health Services Administrator shall provide medical evidence 

of her ability to perform the essential functions of her job to the Board President upon request. 

 

21. Criminal Records Check. Pursuant to 105 ILCS 5/10-21.9, Boards of Education 

are prohibited from knowingly employing a person who has been convicted of committing or 

attempting to commit the named crimes therein. If the fingerprint-based criminal records check 

required by Illinois law is not completed at the time this Contract is signed, and any subsequent 

investigation or report reveals there has been such a conviction, this Contract shall immediately 

become null and void.  

 

22. Employment History Review. Pursuant to 105 ILCS 5/22-94, the Assistant 

Superintendent shall submit to an employee history review, and shall execute and deliver to the 

Board of Education all necessary consent and forms necessary to accomplish such task.  If the 

Assistant Superintendent fails to disclose necessary information, fails to complete and deliver 

appropriate forms upon demand, or if a subsequent employment history review reveals there has 

been a report or investigation that did not result in an unfounded or fabricated result, this Contract 

shall immediately become null and void. 

 

23. Notice.  Any notice required under this Contract shall be in writing and shall 

become effective on the day of mailing thereof by first class, registered or certified mail, postage 

prepaid, addressed:

24. Headings. Paragraph headings and numbers have been inserted for convenience or 

reference only, and if there shall be any conflict between any such headings or numbers and the 

text of this Contract, the text shall control. 

 

25. Contract Extension. At the end of any year of this Contract, the Board and School 

Health Services Administrator may mutually agree to extend the employment of the School Health 

Services Administrator for a multi-year period of up to five (5) years. In such event, the Board 

shall take specific action to discontinue this Contract and enter into a multi-year Contract of 

Employment as allowed by law. Notwithstanding the foregoing, prior to April 1 of the year in 

which this Contract expires, the Board shall take action to extend or not to extend the terms of this 

Contract for one additional year, and shall notify the School Health Services Administrator in 



writing of such action. Failure of the Board to take such action shall extend this Contract for one 

(1) additional year. 

 

26. Copies of Contract. This Contract may be executed in one or more counterparts, 

each of which shall be considered an original, and all of which taken together shall be considered 

one and the same instrument. 

 

27. Severability. It is understood and agreed by the parties that if any part, term, or 

provision of this Contract is held by the courts to be illegal or in conflict with any law of the State 

of Illinois, the validity of remaining portions or provisions shall not be affected, and the rights and 

obligations of the parties shall be construed and enforced as if the Contract did not contain the 

particular part, term, or provision held to be invalid. 

 

28. Jurisdiction. This Contract has been executed in the State of Illinois, and shall be 

governed in accordance with the laws of the State of Illinois in every respect. 

 

29. Complete Understanding.  This Contract contains all the terms agreed upon by 

the parties with respect to the subject matter of this Contract and supersedes all prior agreements, 

arrangements, and communications between the parties, whether oral or written. 

 

30. Relevant Law. This Contract is authorized under the provisions of Illinois law.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:   

Historically, Decatur included Macon-Piatt Special Education (MPSED) Administrators and 

Administrative Support personnel in the district’s salary schedules.  After conferring with the 

MPSED Board and DPS central administration, including Dr. Clark, the group determined it would 

be more-clear to separate out the two groups with the decision going to the MPSED Board.  The 

results would then be shared with the DPS board as Administrative Agent to ratify. The first year this 

process took place was for the 2024-2025 salary schedules. 

 

CURRENT CONSIDERATIONS:  

The Macon-Piatt Special Education Executive Board voted in favor of this salary schedule at the 

December 18, 2025 board meeting. 

 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS:  

The salary schedules reflect a 3.25% increase plus a step for affected administration and 

administrative support staff.  Total increase for administrators is $22,274 and total increase for 

administrative support staff is $35,616.  This will be included in the MPSED budget for the 2026-

2027 school year. 

 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:  

The Administration respectfully requests the Board of Education to approve ratification the 2026-

2027 salary schedules as approved by the Macon-Piatt Special Education Executive Board on

Previously, the District issued Taxable General Obligation School Bonds (Alternate Revenue Source) 

Series 2011B Qualified Zone Academy Bonds in the amount of $4,675,000. Revenues collected from the 

$0.01 County Sales Tax provide the alternate revenue to pay the debt service obligations for Calendar Year 

2026 allowing the property taxes to be abated.   

 

CURRENT CONSIDERATIONS:   

Macon County has an obligation to levy property taxes for the Alternate Revenue Source bonds.  To ensure 

that property taxes are not levied, the Board of Education files resolutions each year with the County to 

“abate” these taxes.  The resolutions notify the County that adequate sales tax revenues are available to 

make the debt service payments.

This Settlement and Tolling Agreement (the “Agreement”) is executed on the date last written

and 

2. BLDD Architects, Inc.  (“BLDD”)

and 

3. Harold O’Shea Builders Inc., d/b/a O’Shea Builders Inc. (“O’Shea”)

Notice Address:  3401 Constitution Drive 

Springfield, IL 62711 

(collectively, the “Parties”). 

WHEREAS: 

A. District is a public school district of the state of Illinois, organized and existing under the

laws of the state of Illinois, including but not limited to the Illinois School Code, 105 ILCS 5/1-1 et seq.  

B. District is the owner of a property and construction project (“Project”) commonly known

as the “New Johns Hill School Construction Project” and numbered as 1025 E. Johns Avenue, Decatur, 

IL  62521, for a school commonly known as Johns Hill Magnet School (“School”). 

C. BLDD is a provider of architectural services authorized and licensed to conduct business

in the state of Illinois.  At all times relevant hereto, BLDD was engaged by District as the design 

professional for the Project.  

D. O’Shea is a provided of construction services authorized and licensed to conduct business

in the state of Illinois.  At all times relevant hereto, O’Shea was engaged by District as the construction 

manager and contractor for the Project. 

E. Substantial Completion and the District’s occupancy of the Project occurred on or about

December 31,  2021. 

F. After Substantial Completion of the Project permitted the District’s occupancy and use of

the School, and once faculty and students began using the School during months in 2022 when air 

conditioning of the School was required, the District started experiencing humidity and other air 

conditioning problems with the Project’s/School’s HVAC system. ‘ 
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G. Initial remedial inquiries and efforts among the Parties have failed to provide a resolution 

to ongoing HVAC problems with the Project’s/School’s HVAC system. 

 

H. The Parties are currently investigating and/or working in cooperation with each other to 

correct heating, ventilation, air conditioning, and/or other problems and/or defects that have become 

manifest in certain elements of the Project. 

 

I. The Parties have a common interest in continuing to work together to correct these issues 

without immediately resorting to mediation, litigation, or other forms of dispute resolution. 

 

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of these recitals, and the terms and conditions contained 

in this Agreement, and intending to be legally bound, the Parties agree as follows: 

 

1. Incorporation of Recitals.  The foregoing Recitals A through I are hereby incorporated 

herein by this reference and found by the Parties to be true statements of fact. 

 

2.  Tolling Agreement, Tolling Date, and Tolling Period.  The Parties have continued to 

meet informally to further address the pending issues with the Project. By agreement of the Parties as 

hereby memorialized, December 31, 2021, (reflecting the Project’s Substantial Completion and 

occupancy by the District), shall hereafter be declared and defined as the “Tolling Date.” 

 

a.  Tolling Agreement and Claims.  All statutes of limitation, statutes of repose, 

contractual periods of limitation, contractual periods of notice, and other periods of 

limitation or notice, and all defenses based upon !aches and/or estoppel, or which 

otherwise relate to the lapse of time, whether contractual, statutory, legal, equitable, or 

othe1wise, which are applicable to all known and unknown claims and/or counterclaims 

(collectively “Claims”) that have been or may be asserted by one Party against any other 

Party or Parties in connection with the Project’s components and/or Project and/or 

Contract Documents relating to the Project or School (collectively the "Timing 

Defenses"), are hereby tolled as of the Tolling Date (defined herein) and shall cease to 

accrue or run until the earlier of ninety (90) days after expiration or termination of this 

Agreement, as provided below (the "Tolling Period").  The term “Claim” or “Claims” 

shall expressly include, but shall not be limited to, any and all actual, intended, or 

potential actions, causes of action, charges, complaints, rights, demands, disputes, suits, 

counterclaims, cross-claims, third-party claims, contentions, allegations, assertions of 

wrongdoing, agreements, obligations, duties, debts, covenants, contracts, controversies, 

demands (for indemnification, contribution, or otherwise), promises, liabilities, defenses, 

rights of set-off, and/or any other statutory, regulatory, administrative, common law, 

and/or equitable theory and./or cause of action of any kind by one Party against the other 

or others, relating in any manner to the aforementioned District allegations and/or any 

and all issues relating to the cause or, and/or appropriate cure(s) for, dispute(s) relating 

thereto.   

 

 b.   Tolling Date and Tolling Period.  The “Tolling Date” is hereby established as 

December 31, 2021, (as aforesaid), and all statutes of limitation, statutes of repose, 

contractual periods of limitation, contractual periods of notice, and other periods of 

limitation or notice, and all defenses based upon laches and/or estoppel, or which 

otherwise relate to the lapse of time, whether contractual, statutory, legal, equitable, or 

otherwise, which are applicable to all known and/or unknown Claims that have been, 

and/or that may be, asserted by one Party against the other or others in connection with 
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the District’s allegations, and/or in connection with any or all of the documents 

referenced herein, and/or in connection with the Project components (collectively the 

“Timing Defenses”), are hereby tolled and shall cease to accrue or run as of the Tolling 

Date until the earlier of ninety (90) days after termination of this Agreement, as provided 

below (the “Tolling Period”).  

 

 c. Term of Tolling Period.  The Tolling Period shall become effective on the 

Tolling Date and shall remain in effect unless and until terminated in accordance with 

Section 2b, infra.   

 

 d. Termination of Tolling Period.  Any Party may, at any time and for any reason 

in its sole discretion, terminate the Tolling Period by delivering advance ninety (90) day 

written notice of termination, via certified mail with return receipt requested, to the 

address provided, supra, for and to each of the other Parties.  Any Party may change its 

respective Notification address by sending written notice of such change(s) to the other 

Party.   

 

 e. Effect of Termination. In the event a Party tenders a notice of termination of the 

Tolling Period to the other Parties in accordance with Section 5d hereof, any and all 

Timing Defenses applicable to all claims and counterclaims that may be asserted by one 

Party against the other Party or Parties in connection with the District’s Claims and/or 

premises of this Tolling Agreement, shall recommence to run on the date that is ninety 

(90) days after such notice of termination is received by the recipient. 

 

 3. Understanding of Agreement and Advice of Counsel. The Parties acknowledge that 

they each understand their right to discuss all aspects of this Agreement with legal counsel of their own 

individual and respective selection, and have done so if desired. The Parties acknowledge that they have 

carefully read and fully understand all provisions of this Agreement; that they have the capacity to enter 

into this Agreement; and that they voluntarily enter into this Agreement. 

 

 4. Binding Effect and Interpretation.  The Parties intend this Agreement to be legally 

binding upon them and their legal representatives and successors and assigns. The provisions of this 

Agreement are severable and no provision shall be affected by the invalidity of any other provision.  In the 

event any court or other tribunal determines any provision of this Agreement to be ambiguous, the 

ambiguity shall not be construed against any Party. 

 

 5. No Admission of Liability.  This Agreement is not intended as an admission of any 

wrongdoing or liability by any Party, and each Party reserves all claims, defenses, rights and remedies, 

except as expressly provided in this Agreement. 

 

 6. Non-Waiver.  Except as set forth herein, the Parties otherwise reserve all their rights, 

privileges, defenses, and contentions against one another, and they enter into this Agreement without 

prejudice to, or waiver of, those rights, privileges, defenses, and contentions. 

 

 7. Choice of Law.  This Agreement shall be interpreted and enforced in accordance with 

the laws of the State of Illinois, without regard to conflict of law principles.  Exclusive venue for any 

dispute arising hereunder shall vest with the local state of Illinois circuit courts for Macon County, Illinois. 

 

8. Integration.  This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the Parties with 

respect to its subject matter.  All prior agreements, whether oral or written, are void to the extent not 
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contained in this Agreement. All words, phrases, sentences and paragraphs, including the recitals hereto, 

are material to the execution hereof. 

 

 9. Execution in Counterparts.  This Agreement may be executed in counterparts.  When 

all counterparts have been executed by all Parties and exchanged with all Parties electronically or in 

hardcopy, this Agreement shall be deemed fully executed and binding as if all Parties had signed and 

exchanged the same originals. 

 

 10. Authority to Execute.  Each signatory to this Agreement represents in his/her individual 

capacity that s/he has express authority from the respective Party named directly above his/her signature to 

execute this Agreement for and bind that Party to this Agreement. 

 

 11. Attorney’s Fees. In the event either Party hereto brings an action to enforce the terms of 

this Agreement, the prevailing party in litigation shall be entitled to recover its reasonable attorney’s fees, 

court costs and other direct expenses incurred in bringing such action. 

 

 12. Severability. If any provisions of this Agreement are held invalid, illegal, or 

unenforceable, such failure shall not affect the validity or enforceability of any other provision in this 

Agreement.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:  

The Board approved the original fiscal year 2025-2026 budget in late September. In the months since 

approval, a coding error for multiple employees was identified. This error resulted in the 5% 

administrative cost calculation being incorrectly overstated.  

 

CURRENT CONSIDERATIONS:   

The Administration is recommending the adoption of the tentative amended budget to correct the 5% 

administrative cost error, along with additional cost-cutting changes. These include Title I benefits, 

Superintendent supplies, and Teaching and Learning purchased services, totaling over $200,000 in 

reduced budget costs. In addition, the amended budget reflects two purchases that were not included in 

the original budget. The amended budget includes an additional $63,000 to account for the Raptor 

agreement approved after the original budget was adopted. Additionally, the Maintenance department 

needs a new step van. The original plan was to operate the 1979 vehicle for one more year; however, it 

has reached a point where it is no longer roadworthy. If approved, the replacement step van will be 

included in the O&M capital equipment amount of $85,000.  

 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS:   

The additional budget costs of $63,000.00 and $85,000.00 represent necessary expenses. The correction 

of previously miscoded employees is necessary to ensure transparency and the proper accounting of 

payroll. The reductions to Title I benefits, Superintendent supplies, and Teaching and Learning 

purchased services represent a projected budgeted savings of $203,545.

The Administration respectfully requests the Board of Education approve the Tentative Amended Fiscal

The goals remain the same as the psts few years, according to FastBridge data, math and reading continue to be our primary focus. Phonics and phonemic awareness across grade levels, specifically in reading fluency and comprehension, are areas that, while improving, are 

still a focus of district growth. We are continuing with our one full-time 1:1 paraprofessional in all Kindergarten, first and second grade classrooms to provide additional support for students before they reach the upper grades too far behind expected achievement levels. 

Math achievement scores have risen over the past three years but are not to a level that is satisfactory. Math interventions via Go Math continue to show promise, but much work is still needed. The district will continue to strengthen the quality and consistency of tier 1 and 

2 interventions to provide more targeted academic support to struggling student groups.
